Professor Bernard M. Frolic will address the topic of current prospects for political change in China.  In his presentation, he will focus on such issues as the effects of the present economic crisis on China’s political and social stability, and Western versus Chinese concepts of human rights, democracy, civil society, internet, and other issues.

Bernie Frolic is Professor Emeritus of the Department of Political Science, York University, Toronto, and Senior Researcher of the Asian Institute, Munk Centre for International Studies, University of Toronto.  He received his BA from that university and a PhD from Cornell University.  His research interests in the course of his career have been Chinese and Soviet politics, Canadian-Chinese relations, and post-communist societies.  His first visit to China was in 1965.  Later he served with the Canadian Embassy in Beijing 1974-75, and as director of the Ontario Jiangsu Educational Exchange Programme 1986-92.  He is the author and co-editor of several books on China.  He has been a visiting professor at Harvard, Moscow University, and currently is visiting professor at Beijing Foreign Studies University (Beiwai).  At York University he supervises a large public management training programme for Chinese municipal and provincial officials and corporate executives.
